Chris uses both a Mamiya 7II 6x7 rangefinder camera and a solid Nikon F5 35mm to capture “the color”. Fuji Velvia 50 is the FILM of choice and he does not “shop” images or use any crafty new digital photography methods.  “I don’t like changing what was put in front of me by God. That is not my job,” says artist Chris Talbot.  

Chris has lived in North Lake Tahoe for the past 34 years.  As a Tahoe based travel-resort-landscape-wedding photographer Chris Talbot has been aiming his lenses at beautiful subject matter for twenty-five years.  He has travelled to over 29 countries and spends three months of the year based out of Saigon, Vietnam.  Chris says, “My job is easy. Capture beautiful images and show the world.
